Piepenbrock half marathon (21.1 km) 

 
25TH DRESDEN-MARATHON, 26.10.2025 

Sightseeing on the run halfway. Baroque and nature as far as your feet will carry you. Highlights include the historic 
old town with the Frauenkirche and other famous baroque buildings as well as the new town, the famous pub and 
Gründerzeit district. More than 300 musicians and numerous bands will provide entertainment along the entire route. 
The flat and fast course continues through the illuminated Waldschlößchen tunnel, over the bridge of the same name 
to the Großer Garten. From there, the route heads back towards the city centre and its sights. 
You run along the Elbe back into the old town, where the highlight, the Dresden Frauenkirche, is right on your route. 
You then run through the marathon gate of the Heinz Steyer Stadium to the applause of numerous spectators as you 
cross the finish line.

Each participant will receive their own race number. The race number is not transferable. The transponder for 
timekeeping is integrated into the race number. It must be worn clearly visible and unchanged on the front of the 
running jersey and must not be folded or covered. 
 
There is NO participant limit for the DRESDEN-MARATHON. 
 
The registration deadline is 13 October 2025, 24:00. 
 
Online late registrations are possible from 14 October 2025, 0:00 to 23 October 2025, 24:00. 
Late registrations on site will be accepted from 24 October 2025, 15:00 to 26 October 2025, 9:30.

Further changes and corrections can be made at the start number distribution (helpdesk) for a processing fee of €5*.

All participants who have registered by midnight on 23 October 2025 will receive a registration confirmation to the 
email address provided shortly before the event. When collecting the start numbers  
it is mandatory to present the registration confirmation as a printout or digitally. Collection by another person is 
possible with a power of attorney and the official registration confirmation.

If you register by 13 October 2025, the starting documents can be sent by DHL parcel for a service fee of €15*).1  
Shipping will begin on 13 October 2025. 
 
Upon registration, the entry fee, consisting of the organisation fee plus the fee for additional services booked, such as 
participation in the birthday party, medal engraving and sending of starting documents, must be paid by issuing a SEPA 
direct debit mandate. Incorrect details and associated fees or return transfers will be charged to the participant. 
 
Foreign participants can choose between payment by credit card, PayPal or SEPA direct debit. 
Participation in the SEPA schemes requires the payment service provider to sign the Adherence Agreements of the 
European Payments Council (EPC).

TIMING 
 
Timekeeping at the DRESDEN-MARATHON takes place exclusively via the RFID transponder (disposable transponder), 
which is integrated in the personal start number. Please attach the race number with safety pins at chest height. The 
race number must not be bent, covered or altered, otherwise timekeeping cannot be guaranteed. Gross and net times 
will be recorded. The finishers are counted according to the net time (effective running time), which crosses the start 
and finish as well as all control mats laid out on the course. 
 
There is no additional transponder fee. It is not necessary to return the transponder. 
 

LUGGAGE STORAGE 
 
The official clothing bag must be labelled with the start number and handed in at the signposted drop-off point. Clothes 
bags cannot be handed in at the start! Clothes bags must be collected by 5pm at the latest. The organiser accepts no 
liability for damage or loss.

TIME RUNNER SERVICE  
 
The organiser will provide his tried and tested train runners for the following marathon finishing times, which you can 
also use as a guide for half marathon runners (up to the junction), as they run at a constant pace:

3:30 h corresponds to 1:45 h HM.
